SHUTTING DOWN fire stations or
companies — EVEN TEMPORARILY —
will mean LONGER response time to your
emergencies.

This puts the SAFETY of you and your family
at RISK, especially when you consider:

� A fire can double in size in less than a
minute.

� In case of a cardiac arrest, a patient can
experience permanent brain damage or
death in less than six minutes, if not
medically treated.
